[image: image1.png]The smoothness of the bow changes and string changes are crucial in this etude. For smooth bow changes, the tip and frog should be
well-balanced (between the index finger and thumb at the tip; between the thumb and the pinkie finger at the frog). The bow changes
should be slightly slowed down in speed compared to the rest of the legato: if you find yourself not exactly at the tip of the bow, change
slowly where your bow ended: Do not ‘jerk” the bow with increased speed just to change the bow at the tip for a “whole bow”, s this will
cause the bad habit of increasing speed during bow changes. For smooth string changes, the left hand should always be prepared and
both hands should be absolutely sure on which strings you are currently playing as well as the patterns and strings coming up.
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
